It is offered during the 
worship service starting today until the end May, except on the first Sunday of the month which is 
Communion Sunday and special holidays. It begins at the beginning of the middle hymn, and ends 
after the benediction. It is located in Grace Chapel, which is through the side door to the right of 
the sanctuary around the corner.
